• Hebrews 2:18 - For because he himself has suffered when
tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.
We must ask Jesus for the power to say no to sin. 

• RESIST INVISIBLE CURRENTS OF THOUGHTS, AND
ACCUSATIONS.

• REJECT THE IDEA THAT GOD IS UNFAIR OR RESTRICTIVE. 

• ASSERT TRUTH IN THE FACE OF LIES ABOUT GOD AND
OURSELVES.
